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3GPP TSG SA 2 thanks LIF very much for the LS on “Response to LCS client in case of deferred MT-LR”.

We would like to inform you, that the current version of the LCS stage 2 for Release 4 (23.271 v4.3.0) provides the capability to obtain the location of an UE, when the UE becomes available.

This is provided using a deferred MT-LR indicating “UE is available”. This request is send from the GMLC either to the VMSC or SGSN serving the UE. If the UE is already available, then the location of the UE can be returned immediately to the requesting LCS client (via GMLC). If the UE is not available, then the VMSC or SGSN is required to wait for an event indicating the UE becomes available. When this occurs, the location of the UE will be returned to LCS client via the GMLC.

The events which indicates that the UE becomes available are currently not precisly defined in stage 2 in Rel 4.

In addition to this capability it is also possible for an LCS client to request a periodic deferred MT-LR (in R5 - under study) in which case the location of the UE when available will be reported periodically to the LCS client.

Please advice us, if this existing functionality meets your requirements or if further enhancements may be needed. In the latter case we would expect the TSG SA1 would need to be involved in defining the new requirements.

Interworking between LCS and presence service has not yet been considered in SA 2.
