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Discussion: 

This paper is the clarification of service requirements on Addressing and Routing in section 5.2. A number of current services require the ability for external IP network to push data to GPRS terminal.  In this context an IP client at the mobile must have an association with external IP network to allow to send data when ever mobile is reachable.  SA2 asked SA1 to clarify Push Service requirements (Tdoc-S1-010931). If IP addressing is to be used, SA1 are asked if both IPv4 and IPv6 addresses should be supported or whether this should be restricted to IPv6.  Operators who have lots customer could not assign IPv4 address to UE statically but still need to support.  Operators need to support IPv4 in order to use limited IPv4 address efficiently. In other words, operator would like to assign IPv4 address to an UE that has no session.  Therefore, it shall be possible to deliver notification to UE with dynamic IP address.  

Proposed to Addressing 
Push service shall be possible to deliver a notification to UE with IP address dynamically whenever UE is reachable.
