Discussion:

3GPP TSG CN5 has identified an incorrect wording in chapter 6, High Level Requirements. The current wording is misleading. It is proposed to adapt CN5 suggestion and reword the bullet point accordingly. During the discussion it was observed that the Note following the bullet is incorrect too. 

It is the SCF that provides access to the network capabilities on which the application developers can rely when designing new applications. As such, an SCF constitutes the server side OSA interfaces. In the view of CN5 it is the Service Capability Server (SCS) that does not require to be a 3GPP standardised entity.

Conclusion:

The modification as proposed from TSG CN5 was confirmed and results in a LS (in S1-020103) back and a corresponding CR in S1-020104.

The LS in S1-020103 is revised to S1-020261 and further revised to S1-020285.

S1-020285 is agreed, will be sent for SA1 email approval and further to TSG CN5.

Proposed LS in S1-020106 to CN5 informing them that:

· SA1 confirms that the information is keyed on a subscriber’s identity, but based on the attached CR it is no longer necessary to identify with SCS are associated with a subscriber. 

· SA1 does not believe that that the existing registration mechanism can be extended to cover the requirement, since the information pertains to the visited network, and not the home network of the subscriber. It may not be feasible to include the properties of all the possible roamed to networks. 

Conclusion:
