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1. Introduction

The discussions at the Push SWGs have helped to define the service capabilities. The terms “push initiator” and  “push recipient” have been accepted and defined.

The term “data package” was added in Phoenix, and requires a definition.

The  Kobe and Phoenix discussions of Push stage 1 have agreed on adding a definition of “organisation-user” to indicate a difference from the general term “user”. 

2. Discussion

2.1 Data package

The discussion at Phoenix agreed to use the term “data package” for the information sent by the push initiator to the push recipient.

The discussion also agreed that any information [data] could be included in the data package; that the data package format or content would not be defined by Push.

It was also discussed and agreed that the data package delivered to the push recipient must be identical to that send by the push initiator. The possibility of compression through the network is not an issue for SA1.

2.2 Organisation-user

The term “user” implies an individual or person. In the push service, devices and machines are included as “push recipients”. Further, a company (entity) may have large numbers of identically serviced terminals; they may be part of a closed user group. The term “organisation-user” is intended to contrast this type of user to that of an individual subscriber.

Identically-configured “push recipients” enable both the operator and the push initiator to simplify the processes of user-profile data management, management of the closed user group of such terminals, service provisioning, service management, and charging. 

The revised definition is intended to highlight this simplification.

3. Recommendation

It is recommended that the definitions be agreed and included in the draft Push stage 1  TS 22.174:

New definition: “Data package”

Clarified definition: “Organisation-user”,

as defined in the following text.

3.1 Definitions

Data package: data sent by the push initiator to the push recipient, of a format known to the sender (push initiator) and receiver (push recipient), and not otherwise defined by the push service. The data package delivered to the push recipient shall be identical to the data package provided by the push initiator.

Organisation-user: an entity, which has a large number of identically serviced terminals (such as push recipients). A UE, which is controlled by an sindividual only for personal services, has no organization-user.
