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Introduction

This contribution provides comments on the Priority Service Feasibility Study TR v0.0.5 dated Feb 2002 for discussion & approval.

Comments 

1. In Section 4.3 it should be stated that the ISDN MLPP feature may be used for signaling of priority level.
2. The text in Section 4.8 and 4.9 is the same. It is proposed that the text in Section 4.8 be modified to read, “A subscriber invoking Priority Service on call origination is authorized based on the caller’s subscription.”  

3. Item “c” in Section 4.13 should be removed as per the IOC discussion. 
4. In Section 5.1, the last sentence in 3rd paragraph should be changed for consistency to read, “The user should be given an indication that the call is progressing.” 

5. In Section 5.1, 4th paragraph please clarify if the user is to be queued in the new cell at the bottom of the queue or at the same queue status (place/time) as previously.  Same comment on Section 5.3, 5th paragraph.

6. In Section 5.1, please clarify the difference between items iii and iv. From the user perspective they appear the same.

7. In Section 5.4, we believe that the word “subscribe” should be used instead of  “authorized” through out this section.

8. In Section 5.5, the Call Origination Restrictions text should be removed as per the IOC discussion. 

9. The heading in GAP analysis tables needs to be consistence. It is proposed that the Table on page 30/31 be used as the base for this alignment.

10. Please clarify how the priority mode as stated in page 35 item “2a” is intended to work.
