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1. Overall Description:

TSG SA1 thanks TSG SA5 for the Liaison Statement S1-020042 (S5-010750) “Reply to LS on VASP MMS Connectivity” which was copied to SA1.

SA1 discussed this document and would like to clarify two points.

· In the third bullet point “Support for prepaid” SA5 states:
“At the moment (i.e. in Release 5) SA5 is not working on any specific prepaid solutions.”  
SA1 would like to emphasize that there is a requirement in Release 5 to have prepaid charging for MMS and that it is considered important.

· VASP connected via OSA
SA1 recognizes the ongoing OSA charging activities in SA5. SA1 is willing to exchange views, review SA5´s requirements and incorporate them into the OSA stage 1 specification TS 22.127. Currently the working procedure is to collect the service requirements in the stage 1 specification. The architecture is then developed by SA2 based on the requirements and finally CN5 specifies the OSA API interface specification.
SA1 looks forward to continuing its co-operation with SA5 on the standardisation of MMS
