Meeting Report

1 Executive Summary

The SA1 Generic User Profile SubWorking Group met February 12-13 in Saalfelden, Austria.  The group made progress on the stage 1 specification, and produced an updated version of the TR (version 0.6.0). The group was able to consider all contributions that were deferred from the previous meeting covering a variety of topics, and was able to consider additional contributions refining the GUP conceptual diagram and network requirements. 

Incoming liaison statements received from 3GPP T2 were considered, and Liaison statements were authored to SA on time scales and coordination, and to the WAP Forum and GSMA SerG requesting inputs.

All existing action items were closed except one that is ongoing, and an additional new action item was taken to investigate the degree to which OSA interfaces provide the needed functionality for GUP.

Unfortunately the timeslots allocated were inadequate for the group to consider all pending contributions, and some contributions had to be deferred until the next GUP meeting (scheduled as part of the regular SA1 SWG sessions).

It was noted that the provided diagram may be more appropriately viewed as an example rather than “THE GUP”.  

It was agreed a note should be provided indicating the diagram is an initial conceptual diagram subject to subsequent refinement.

It was agreed a MExE box should be added to the UE Box.

The text indicating components were “mandatory required” should be changed to “essential”.

Text clarifying the usage of color in the concept diagram was added.

As a result of its consideration and discussion, the group recognized that successful development of GUP capabilities will require consideration of end to end systems engineering considerations and coordination across multiple working groups to develop a consistent data definition model that meets the requirements of a Generic User Profile, and provides a suitable global 3GPP data model.

The role that SA1 should play in the coordination of this effort was unclear, but the SA1 GUP SWG was of the opinion this issue should be surfaced at the SA level for consideration.

It was therefore agreed that this should be indicated as part of the response LS to be drafted to T2 and provided for consideration at the SA plenary.

It was also noted that some confusion exists over the naming of the joint GUP adhoc, the scope of its responsibility and work.

This contribution provided recommendations for various enhancements to the stage 1 specification. Each was considered independently.  The group felt that some were no longer relevant and/or were already incorporated in the latest version of the TR.  However it was felt that others required further attention and needed to be incorporated in the next version of the TR.

Regarding, changing UP and profile to GUP and user profile remains to be done and was agreed.

Regarding, “Clarification of the terminology related to “serving”, “visited”, and “access” networks for appropriate updates, if needed.

The rapporteur indicated this has been dealt with.

Noted, agreed for further editorial consideration.

The rapporteur will consider if further updates are needed  while drafting version 0.6.0

Regarding “Removal of the ambiguity in the term “node(s)” and exchange for the appropriate choice of location, element, or whatever else is appropriate.  This is to reflect the inclusion of the UE.”  Section 4.2 (data classification) now makes only two references to Nodes, and these could be changed. The rapporteur has noted the comment and will provide further consideration.

Regarding, “Incorporation of the requirement for “consistent user service experience” into Sections 9 and 10, as appropriate.” This was removed, and therefore not valid any longer.

Regarding, “In the entire document, occurrences of "terminal" should be replaced with terms according to the appropriate 3GPP definition and context, e.g. "UE".  This was noted, agreed, and will be done in version 0.6.0. (With the exception of “terminal capability negotiation”.)

Regarding, review of the usage of the VHE terminology to correctly reflect the issues discussed in Tdoc UP-010137 (provided in 149). Noted.

This is a proposal for section 5 and 6 in TS 22.240 v0.5.0 

This document is based on the document S1-020147 (Update of Stage 1 Section 5) from 3GPP Joint Ad-Hoc on Generic User Profile, to accommodate the content of the document to the current structure of the specification. (The included track changes are from the original S1-020147)
Regarding personalization, backup, and recovery, (section x proposed changes), it was felt the proposed requirements existed, but required clarification. This is to be pursued by offline interested parties, and possibly email if agreement not reached at Saalfelden.

Regarding the proposed change to section 6.2 on UE requirements, it was agreed clarifying examples should be provided. Concern was expressed that the “The Generic User Profile shall support the ability to transfer GUP data between two UEs using a locally activated, local communication mechanism.” may be outside the scope of 3GPP. The requirement should be that GUP uses 3GPP interfacing capability. The requirement is valid, agreed in principle, but requires further clarification.

Regarding, creation of the Generic User Profile, The introduction of the UICC/USIM allows for multiple network subscriptions to be used within a single UE.   – wasn’t felt to add value.

Concern was expressed regarding the usage of the term “user” (versus subscriber) and the so far unspecified relationship between the “user” and the GUP. Additionally it was noted that a “user” may have multiple subscriber profiles (MSP). It was felt that usage scenarios are needed to clarify such situations and requirements.

It was proposed to approve the Management Requirements titles without the text for now, and then consider the text later. However, it was noticed that the proposed sections were not aligned with v.050 of the specification.

The proposed change was noted and Ericsson was invited to provide a subsequent contribution addresssing these issues.

Noting the absence of the contributor the group noted the remainder of the contribution.
