Discussion:

Liaison Statements: The LSs from SA3 and SA5 were discussed. Their comments were used in updating the draft Push stage 1. Comments which were outside of the scope of SA1 were noted in each of the replies. 

It was noted in the reply to SA3 that the user may be able to deny messages based on trust level. A LS with the new draft Push stage 1 was addressed to all interested groups: SA2–5, T2, WAP Forum, GSMA and GSMA SerG. 

Push Subscription Profile: Siemens indicated that typically the user signs up with the push initiator; the push initiator delivers it. The use of the terminology,  push subscription profile, was adopted throughout the stage 1. Push subscription profile is envisioned as one element of the Generic User Profile (GUP). Reference to GUP will be made when that specification is adopted. Another use of the push profile would be interrogation (under suitable controls) by push initiators outside 3GPP, in order to determine the UE capability.

Siemens indicated that the profile may be managed by the operator but the user should be able to set the profile values.

Vodafone mentioned that a central place for profile parameters makes it easy for the user and removed the need to key a lot of information into the handset.

Companies were invited to comment on the type of parameters which are required.

Push Subscription Profile was added to the definitions.

Push Modes: The definition of the “push package” as known [just] to the push initiator and the push recipient started an extensive discussion. Vodaphone and Orange both want the package type or content type to be specified. Orange was very specific in advocating this approach. The matter of whether the data package could be transformed [and example could be change of graphic format] also was controversial. 

As the discussion proceeded, the chair added to section 5.4 ‘Service Modes’:


Mode 0 simple without any transformation


Mode 1 media type transformation


Mode 2 media transformation with security mode


Mode 3 secure no transformation allowed

Siemens commented that their view was that the service capabilities defined by SA1 should be orthogonal. RIM observed that TS 22.101 and 22.105 advocate capabilities as building blocks for the definition of services; that the approach proposed was far more than a basic building block. 

Comverse indicated that the ‘Future’ Workshop had said that the number of options should be limited. Openwave systems indicated that the SA plenary [simply] ‘noted’ the output [recommendations] of the Workshop. Siemens indicated that the proposed approach is more than a superset [of MMS]; that is has store and forward capabilities. The chair demurred, indicating that the proposal didn’t yet have store and forward. Nokia indicated that there is a slight problem with these modes; that DRM techniques could be used to deliver content securely. Nokia continued, what we’re trying to do is both, and it’s not the right place.

When the chair indicated that all agreed on the basic mode; that the others are there to promote discussion. Nokia asked that a note be put in that these further modes are not yet agreed and are ‘for further study’.

When the discussion moved to the ‘Organisation User’, RIM indicated that this would cover the situation where there are many users or UEs identically configured, as would be expected in unattended operation, for example, pushing a data package to a device or machine. AT&T Wireless asked what a ‘large number’ is. RIM replied that it may be hundreds or thousands of units; that this concept could assist in the maitenance of user profiles and of charging. Nokia and Ericsson were also opposed. RIM indicated that they may bring the concept to the GUP.

Overview of Push Service (for draft stage 1): Comverse indicated that the typical mode of delivery classes are optional. Siemens believes the approach to be in line with their view, and suggested a slight change to the wording.

On the description of the typical mode where the delivery network ‘does not look into’ the push package, Ericsson objected. Siemens suggested that it be noted as ‘not agreed text’.

A question was raised on address translation. RIM commented, and Siemens commented further. The chair observed that there’s a section [in the stage 1] on addressing. AT&T Wireless rasied a question on privacy. The chair indicated that it shouldn’t result in ‘spam’, and that an operator doesn’t want to give away addresses [which could result in ‘spam’].

Push Service Clarification on Delivery:  The chair brought up the suggested text on ‘try ‘n’ times’ as a delivery option. Siemens indicated a preference to define what is reliable. RIM indicated a preference not to have a guaranteed delivery. Ericsson suggested defining single delivery attempt and ‘multiple attempts allowed’.

Some concepts were brought out during the discussion, and will be further considered during the next SWG. They include:

Delivery classes
