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Introduction

The Work Item “New Feasibility study on Combining CS calls and IMS sessions” (SP-040467) addresses the need of an enrichment of the CS speech with IMS sessions and vice versa IMS sessions with CS speech. 

The need for advanced multimedia services is urgent since the end-users are already accommodated with very advanced multimedia capabilities on their wired Internet access. Accustomed users will create demand for similar advanced services in the mobile environment.

Considering the urgent need for advanced multimedia mobile applications, we believe that the specification of the Combining CS calls and IMS sessions should be separated into Basic and Enhanced Requirements:

Basic Requirements: 
These requirements show the basic needs for Combining CS calls and IMS sessions. They shall introduce the required capabilities as simple as possible, i.e. meaning without major changes to the current set of specifications or networks, while keeping the time aspect in mind.  They shall also describe the required features that will allow deploying Combinational Services (i.e. Combining CS calls and IMS sessions) across operator domains, i.e. operator interoperability and roaming. 

Enhanced Requirements: 
These requirements show the additional needs for Combining CS calls and IMS sessions. They shall introduce more advanced features that can enhance the combinational services (i.e. Combining CS calls and IMS sessions). In addition, they shall also address the interworking cases between the “Combining CS calls and IMS sessions” and “Adding CS Bearers to IMS”.

Proposal

It is proposed to include the following text into chapter 9 of draft TR 22.979, version 0.1.0

Suggested high-level Requirements
