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1. Introduction

This contribution discusses the MMI-aspects which is described in the work item description. 
2. Discussion 

The work item description mentions the “LTE indicator” in the MMI-Aspects section. In my understanding, the LTE indicator means that a specific indicator for the LTE (e.g. icon) is displayed when the UE is in the LTE coverage or uses the LTE system. 
The main advantage of the LTE indicator is that the user recognizes the in-use system. With the information the user may change the system or use the specific services which are specified in the LTE system. 
The LTE indicator would be available and beneficial when the UE has the other system in the terminal along with the LTE system. Up till now, the system indicator has been depending on the operator/vendor. For example, a certain operator does not want to give the user the information on the system in-use.  This can be also applied to the UE with LTE system along with the other systems.
In summary, the LTE indicator is related to the display option. 
3. Conclusion & proposed text
Samsung proposes that the LTE indicator is implementation issue not standard issue, thus, there is no issue being standardized.

8. MMI-Aspects

The MMI shall be at the discretion of the UE manufacturer.
