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Abstract of the contribution: We propose a solution to multiple Key Issues bases on a Non-removable USIM
In the last week, ETSI has been advised that they must be able to determine who has downloaded the EASE Algorithm specifications.  This means that the Ease Algorithm specifications cannot be made publically available on the 3GPP portal as meeting documents and therefore the content for these specifications cannot be sent by ETSI SAGE to SA3.

Vodafone proposes the following process to complete the approval:

1. The ETSI SAGE Chair sends the approved ETSI SAGE content in a letter to the Chair, Secretary and rapporteur.

2. The chair / secretary then checks and confirms to SA3 that the content of the documents provided by the rapporteur are the same as the content provided by ETSI SAGE.
3. The non-redacted versions are made available on the internal server to the Tenerife SA3 meeting for delegates to review.

4. Following discussion on these documents and if these are agreed, the redacted versions shall be sent to plenary for approval.

5. 3GPP / ETSI will then make the issued documents available using the licence process to comply with the French government decision.
