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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA3 for the help on the WI: Enhanced LTE-WLAN Aggregation (eLWA).
In addition to using LWA for downlink data, RAN2 has enhanced the LWA feature in Rel-14, called eLWA, to enable sending uplink data over WLAN when configured with LWA. For downlink, the UE signals its MAC address to the eNB to be passed to WT which WT may use to route the DL data to the UE. Similarly, for UL the UE needs to know the MAC address of the WT to send the UL Data over WLAN when configured with LWA. 

RAN2#97 has discussed some use cases where WT MAC address may be provided to the UE via WLAN-specific signalling. This is not possible in some other use cases. Therefore, RAN2 has agreed  that the WT MAC address to be used for UL transmissions over WLAN for LWA to be provided to the UE via RRC signalling. This is accomplished by WT providing the MAC address to be used in UL to the eNB over the Xw interface and then the eNB providing the WT MAC address to the UE via RRC signalling. It should be noted that RRC signalling of WT MAC address is an optional mechanism which does not preclude the use of other solutions for providing the WT MAC address to the UE.
RAN2 kindly asks SA3 to provide feedback on whether there are any security issues if the WT MAC address is provided to the eNB which then signals this to the UE via RRC signalling.
