3	Rationale
The functions of GUTI in LTE are twofold:  conceal the permanent subscription identifier and identify the related MME to reuse the existing security contexts.
Solution # 7.4 and Solution # 7.12 utilize the short-term subscription identifier (PMSI in Solution #7.4 and P-IMSI in Solution #7.12) to hide the permanent subscription identifier. But they can not be used to identify the related MME to reuse the existing security contexts. Thus GUTI-like mechanism is still needed in NextGen, even if PMSI or P-IMSI based scheme is applied.
