3	Rationale
The interim agreement in E.2.1.1.2 has stated that the 5G UE and 5G serving network shall support EAP-AKA’[2] for primary authentication, for both 3GPP access and untrusted non-3GPP access in 5G phase 1. 
The 5.2.4.9.4 in TR 33.899 has specified two ways to terminate the EAP method: one is at the visited network; the other is at home network.   Compared to the termination of EAP method at the home network, the termination of EAP method at the visited network has the lower authentication delay but the home network has no tight control over the authentication process.

E.2.1.A.1 Description of Question

Question 1:  For 3GPP access, should the EAP-AKA’ be terminated at the home network or at the visited network?
Question 2: For untrusted non-3GPP access, should the EAP-AKA’ be terminated at the home network or at the visited network? 
Question 3:  Should SEAF send the UE authentication confirm message to the home network, if the EAP-AKA’ is terminated at the visited network?
