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1. Overall Description:

A previous LS (S3-192281/S2-19xxxx/C1-19xxxx) was sent to SA2 and CT1 pointing out an issue of registration failure with AMF re-allocation. And SA3 has been studying solutions to this issue. SA3 would like to inform SA2 and CT1 of the outcome of this study as following.
1. It is identified that the issue with AMF re-allocation lies not only on Authentication Request message, but also on Identity Request message sent from Target AMF.  Detailed in the attached S3-199602.
