4.4.x Requirements on AKMA Key Identifier

The AKMA Key Identifier (A-KID) shall be used to bind the subscriber identity to AKMA anchor key in the Ua* reference point as well as in the SBA interfaces in the AKMA architecture (cf. clause 4.3).
Requirements for A-KID are:

-
A-KID shall be globally unique;

-
A-KID shall be usable as a key identifier in protocols used in the reference point Ua*;

-
AKMA AF shall be able to detect the home network and the AAnF of the UE from the A-KID.
