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1 Introduction

The update of work item of MCPTT (refer to SP-150164) is approved at SP#67. This proposal presents the consideration of USD usage for MCPTT support.
2 USD discussion
In TS23.468, the GCS AS obtains MBMS session information from the BM-SC; the GCS AS can pass those MBMS session parameters to the UE over GC-1 interface. 
There is no need to include session description metadata in the USD.
The GCS AS also controls the selection of unicast delivery and/or MBMS delivery. There is no need to include schedule description metadata in the USD. The filter Description metadata is proposed to be off.
Considering the Rel-13 MCPTT only supports audio/speech media, the MPD metadata is not needed too. 

No FEC is also recommended to reduce the processing latency and overhead, it is proposed to not include FEC related metadata in the USD.

Service protection metadata is FFS since SA3 investigate is needed.

Regarding ADP procedure, considering the MCPTT is real-time audio/speech communication, there is no need to use file repair procedure, so it is proposed to turn it off.
Reception reporting is proposed to be ON since the QoE result can be used by GCS AS for quality evaluation. There are 2 options to report QoE to GCS AS, option 1 is to allow UE reports QoE to GCS AS over GC-1 interface. Option 2 is to allow BM-SC to report the QoE to GCS AS over MB-2 interface. Both options can re-use existing QoE parameters, only difference is how to perform reporting. 
3 Proposal
