Public Warning Service
4.5.1
Use-Case Description

Authorities need to be able to broadcast warning messages to citizens in the affected area. Such a message could contain, apart from text, also rich media. Only authenticated authorities will be allowed to broadcast warning messages.
A warning message contains text that describes that citizens need to evacuate the area and may also contain a map which indicates the places for shelter.

An Amber Alert contains text that describes that a child is missing and citizens are asked to look out for the child and if seen, call the police. The message could also contain a picture of the missing child.
Another variant of a warning message contains a text component that describes the warning, an audio stream in which the text is spoken and a video stream in which the text is provided in sign language. The citizen has configured the mobile device such that only the required component is displayed. Visually impaired people probably want to listen to the audio stream and hearing impaired people probably want to view the video stream.
NOTE: The required capability on the UE to select the required media and display that is outside the scope.
4.5.2
Recommended Requirements and working assumption
The content ingestion interface needs to support ingestion of content which consists of multiple media components, including text, pictures, audio and video.
