S4-AHI702 was presented by Mr. Charles Lo.
Comments:
Thorsten: What is the use for latest wall clock time?
Charles: It indicates after which the content may not be good anymore. 
Richard: For example when the receiver needs to reboot and has lost the content. It would need to fetch it again.
Thorsten: BMSC needs to know the file size, etc. Does the BMSC fetch that data first? When it starts the download it gets the file size!
Charles: it is intended as a requirement, not as a solution.
Thorsten: Who makes the files available for unicast?
Charles: it is a responsibility of the 3rd party content provider. TRAPI should be able to fetch the data over unicast, which could be clarified in the text.
Peter: Why mention “wall clock” explicitly?
Charles: No need, I’ll remove it.
Thorsten: content ingestion with low granularity (in the order of ms) is tedious and other options could be looked at.
Thorsten: why document use cases in a TS?
Charles: an annex in the TS might be better, or even the TR.
Thorsten: carrousel delivery for audio is similar as file delivery for top-10 video, hence no need to keep sending it back-to-back, but only a few times per day.
Charles: title might be wrong; no carrousel and there is even no use case for it.
Conclusion:
Document noted and an update for the next meeting, in TR form, is expected.

Comments:
Charles-Thorsten: in the Paris meeting there was little time to discuss if content for carrousels needs to be repeated or if FEC is more suitable.
Thomas: A Manifest allows us to do the work in SA4
Thorsten: There is a dependency on CT3 work.
Thomas: Content Provider should not tell the BMSC how to do things, but only what the BMSC is expected to do.
Decision: Contribution is noted and an update is expected to be presented in the coming SA4 meeting.

S4-AHI710 was presented by Thorsten Lohmar.
Comments:
Questions for clarifications are asked about flavours 1 and 2 and Thorsten explains.
Thomas: doubts about the content provider providing SDP and USD; these are BMSC things that are the responsibility of the BMSC, not of the content provider.
Thorsten: can be changed. The BMSc generates the parameters and provides them to the content provider.
Thomas: A USD provided by the content provider cannot communicate with a client, only with the application.
Thorsten: possibly this mode needs to be removed, but Huawei asked for this.
Charles: it seems that in flavour 1 there is no MBMS client that processes the USD but the content provider has a proprietary way to convey USD-like information. In the case we shouldn’t talk about MBMS-client and UE application in our specifications.
Thomas explains his view and generally agrees with the above.
Thorsten will modify the text accordingly.
Andrew: can’t TRAPI communicate directly with the modem in a standard way?
Thorsten: that would be a flavour 3. Or even let the application receive IP packets from the modem.
Thomas: TRAPI interfaces and terminates User Services described through a USD. The thin client doesn’t terminate User Services; hence the API is not TRAPI, but another interface to the modem.
Andrew: where does the IGMP layer sit?
Thorsten: it is broadcast, hence there is no IGMP join.
Decision: Thorsten is on vacation next week, so the contribution will be updated to the extent possible and submitted for the SA4 deadline.
