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S5-174141 (Huawei):

Ericsson: which kind of systems are affected by this? 2G? 3G?
Huawei replied that this was for LTE. A CR is accompanying this discussion paper.

Ericsson commented that MDT is used for 3G already so it should be taken into account.

S5-174142 (Huawei):

The CR was agreed without comments.
S5-174210 (ZTE):
The CR was agreed without comments.

S5-174239 (Nokia):

MCC commented that the CR should be cat-F, since it wasn't editorial.

ORANGE asked to reword the reasons for change on the cover, to state the problem and not the action.
Ericsson: important whether the algorithm is propietary or not, please add it. Nokia commented that they were just copying what is in the referred TS. Management and control functionalities in the OAM system can be done at any level, the added sentence is ambiguous.The wording was taken offline. 
Ericsson didn't find the diagram below clear, but the SWG Chair commented that this was part of an approved TR.

S5-174264 (Ericsson):
Nokia: SON automation management and orchestration? where is this defined?
Ericsson: this is existing text, in the CR we say that we can also apply it to the DM.

S5-174268 (Ericsson):

MCC commented:

- Rev field on the cover should show "1".

 Other specs affected shows "yes" but no info of the CR# and spec number.

- Note 1 is adding a requirement. Notes are informative in nature and cannot include requirements.

- Note 3 refers to "Rel-8 UEs" which are not defined anywhere. Mentioning releases is avoided in 3GPP specs. Alternatively, 

- Note 3: "atributes are mandatory" is adding a requirement in a note.

- Note 3: " whether the other attributes are needed for NB-IoT cell are FFS"  This language corresponds to an editor's note, not a note. Also, as a rule, we don't add editor's notes to finished specs unless they refer to work soon to be completed. This can be reworded as "whether the other atributes are needed for NB-IoT cells is out of scope of this document".
Huawei: for managementserviceexposed parameter is not clear what values are allowed. Ericsson replied that this was a propietary string. It was commented that this should be added in the table.

ORANGE didn't see clear the new atribute on 4.3.3.2.
Huawei: use EUTRAN instead of UTRAN.
It was clarified that this CR was an alignment with RAN2 CRs that were approved in RAN/SA after the freeze of Rel-14. The CR cover should add in the comments the justification of why this cat-B is coming so late in the Release, referring to the RAN2 related CRs.

S5-174269 (Ericsson):
Huawei: in A.2.2.2 the type is missing and the font wrong. Also, a spelling mistake in the XML .
This and other mistakes were pointed out and the CR revised to 338.
S5-174296 (Huawei):
Ericsson: what's the difference between 3GPP network and 3GPP system?Huawei commented that TR 21.905 defines the 3GPP system, but the spec already mentions "network".  It was noted that the definition in 21.905 may need an updated definition to add 5G.
Ericsson also noted "GSM" instead of "2G".

NEC:3GPP network and 3GPP system are different terms depending on the context.
The CR was revised to address all the comments: 339.

S5-174333 (LS from ETSI NFV):

Nokia: everybody should check the validity of the use cases. This action item was recorded for the NFV Rapporteurs.
