Rationale

The objective of this document is to discuss the organization of 5G related WIDs in SA5, both existing and potentially upcoming ones, and to give some recommendations.
 At SA5#113 meeting, two new WIDs related to the management of 5G have been approved: Provisioning of network slicing for 5G networks and services [1], and Management of Network Slicing in Mobile Networks, Concepts, Use cases and Requirements [2]. It is expected that, at SA5#114, more new WIDs will be proposed and discussed for approval.
It is indeed quite important at this early stage that the work on 5G normative specification development in SA5 is structured and organised in such a way that helps to facilitate and focus the discussions of the relevant key topics. This would insure timely completion and smooth progress and development of the relevant technical specifications. It is also quite essential that the work items structure takes into careful consideration the arrangement of resulted technical specifications, both in terms of optimised number and content arrangements of TSs which will effectively facilitate the process of future maintenance of the specifications. . 
Some topics may have to merged / harmonised / prioritized. For example items that are expected to have a relatively small number of use cases should be bundled into other relevant items. In addition those topics that have dependency on other work not yet initiated or not yet concluded by SA5 or other WGs have to be deprioritised.
Most importantly is that the structure of work items will also influence the produced (resulted) TSs in terms of number and arrangement which is key from specification’s future maintenance.
SA5 work on the development of specifications on 5G Management and Orchestration of 5G networks and services is of high visibility by the wider community and is being constantly used as a reference by other SDOs.

Detailed proposal

By considering the above rationale and in order to give a clear view of SA5 work on the management of 5G networks and services, it is proposed that:

1. While initiating only limited number of BBs, the number of SA5 WIDs related to the management of 5G network and services should also stay limited;

2. The scope of each WID is clear and disjoint from other WIDs’ scope;

3. The number of TSs related to the management of 5G stay limited;

4. Where feasible overlapping topics have to be merged and harmonised into single more global WID, i.e., there are no WIDs / TSs initiated only to address a very limited scope;
5. Stage 1, 2 and 3 specifications should all be integrated into the same TS (this has already been discussed and provisionally agreed by SA5);

6. CM, LCM, FM and PM aspect specifications, when applied to a given network domain, are all integrated into the same TS;
7. Prioritisation of key topics - those topics that have dependency on other work not yet initiated or not yet concluded by SA5 or other WGs have to be deprioritised.
It is proposed that SA5 takes the proposals above into consideration. One possible way forward for SA5 is to start 3 main Building Blocks as follows: 
· BB #1: Management and Orchestration of 5G networks and services
· This BB will address all end-to-end aspects (incl. network slicing and inter-operator aspects): end-to-end management architecture, Stage 1 (use cases, scenarios, requirements), Stage 2 (Information Model) and Stage 3 (Solution Set definitions); 
· BB #2: Management and Orchestration of 5G NR
· This BB will address the management and orchestration of 5G NR (incl. the virtualized RAN): Stage 1 (use cases, scenarios, requirements), Stage 2 (Information Model) and Stage 3 (Solution Set definitions);
· BB #3: Management and Orchestration of 5G CORE
· This BB will address the management and orchestration of 5G CORE: Stage 1 (use cases, scenarios, requirements), Stage 2 (Information Model) and Stage 3 (Solution Set definitions). 
It is subject to discussion how existing WIDs, i.e., “Provisioning of network slicing for 5G networks and services”, and “Management of Network Slicing in Mobile Networks, Concepts, Use cases and Requirements”, can be integrated into this structure. One option could be that BB#1 above contains them.
