Conclusions




The study has identified few management concepts, 41 use cases, 111 requirements and 17 solutions for management and orchestration of network slices. 
The study has identified three management functions involved in management and orchestration of network slicing. The management functions are; the CSMF, the NSMF, and the NSSMF.
The study has identified that for the management and orchestration of the CN part and RAN part management concepts are needed such as an abstract representation of the SA2 defined network slice and network slice instance. An abstract representation allows the management functions to interact with each other and provide management and orchestration functions to support network slicing.
The naming of an abstract representation of an NSI has not been decided (Network Slice Instance used in TR).
The naming of an abstract representation of an NSSI has not been decided (Network Slice Subnet Instance used in TR).
The relationship between the management functions and the management architecture [32.101] has not been decided.
The relationship between the abstract representations (NSSI, NSI and NF) of a managed network slice has not been dediced.
The study has identified that the current specifications do not support the described use cases and that there is a need for normative work.

Recommendations




It is recommended to do normative work for the management and orchestration of network slicing for the 5G network.
It is recommended that the normative work includes specification of management and orchestration of the CN and RAN as specified in [7], [23.502] and [8].
It is recommended to provide the naming of the management representation for the managed network slice and managed network slice subnet in the normative phase.
It is recommended that for the TN part supporting connectivity within and between CN and RAN parts, the management system will provide link requirements (e.g. topology, QOS parameters) to the TN management system. 
It is recommended to specify the managed object models for the network slice and the network slice subnet. 
It is recommended to specify interfaces for the CSMF; the NSMF and NSSMF.













It is recommended that the normative work takes into account the NGMN requirements for network slicing [5] and management and orchestration [4].
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
