Procedure description

The Registration procedure is used when the UE needs to perform:

-
initial registration to the 5G system;
-
mobility registration update upon changing to a new Tracking area (TA) outside the UE's registration area in idle mode;
-
when the UE performs a periodic registration update (due to a predefined time period of inactivity);
-
and additionally, when the UE needs to update its capabilities or protocol parameters that are negotiated in Registration procedure.

For more information on the registration procedure see TS 23.502 [202] clause 4.2.2.

A UE needs to register with the network to get authorised to receive services, to enable mobility tracking and to enable reachability. Even if there is an authorization of services there will not be any accounting or charging since this does not provide any specific service only the availability.
