Create a Network Slice Instance

6.1.1.1
Pre-conditions

The operator needs to create a Network Slice Instance (NSI) to support certain class of communication services. To support the services, the NSI needs to have CN (Core Network) component or RAN component or both. 
Information on the structure of the NSI is available to the network management system.
6.1.1.2
Description 

The operator activates the network management system to create the slice instance. 
The network management system performs the following actions:

-
Processes the information on the structure of the NSI.

-
Identifies the Network Function Instances (NFIs) and interconnecting links needed for creation of the NSI. 

-
Configures and triggers the components of NFV-MANO to instantiate and/or configure all needed VNFs and NS instances and/or scale them as needed; sharing of the NFIs and NS instances is taken into account where relevant
-
Configures all involved NFIs; sharing of the NFIs and NS instances is taken into account where relevant
-
Activates the NSI.
