(**) Below is a summary of the CRs in SP‑180422 and SP‑180435 that were not approved by SA:

· The Rel-8 OAM CR pack SP‑180435 which contained CRs to align terminology in 32.64x and 32.65x (the terms NR->NCR and 3G->3GPP).

· The CRs to align terminology in 28.658 and 28.701 in CR pack SP-180422. The other CRs in this package were approved.

· Reason for this rejection (extract from the SA report): “Discussion and conclusion: Blackberry asked why this was considered FASMO for pre-Release 15 TSs. The SA WG5 Chairman replied that this was done in order to have consistent abbreviations across the Releases to avoid confusion. Blackberry replied that the abbreviations listed are specific to the TS itself and do not mean the same thing for other specifications in later Releases. The MCC Specifications manager commented that it was in the 3GPP procedures to go back as far as the Release where the error exists for Cat F CRs and to use Cat A CRs for later Releases. This was not considered FASMO and this CR Pack was rejected.”. 

(FASMO = Frequent And Serious Mis-Operation (of the system); a more concrete way of expressing the justification for a Cat-F CR for a frozen release)
