However, no specific concept regarding the lifecycle of a CSI is clarified, and in fact, it remains FFS in Clause 4.2.3. This contribution proposes to introduce CSI lifecycle at the concept level.

Detailed proposal

We propose the following changes in TR 28.805 [1].

Lifecycle of communication service


Providing a communication service instance (CSI)  includes the following phases:

Preparation phase: Providing a communication service instance (CSI) starts with preparation of CSI, which includes pre-planning, feasibility check, negotiation of the service attributes, preparing SLA. There may exist a  trial period before the SLA is signed the customer and service provides allow traffic associated with an CSI to gradually increase to allow the shared network resources to learn and adapt the resource allocation to changed traffic flows.

CSI commissioning phase: Once the CSI is prepared, it can be established by converting the communication service requirement for the CSI to network requirements and creation of the CSI. When the CSI is created, it is deployed on an NSI and ready to be activated. 
CSI operation phase: An activated CSI allows run-time operation of the communication service, e.g., quality assurance, data exposure, CSI modification.

CSI decommissioning phase: When the CSI is no longer needed, lifecycle of the CSI ends with CSI termination.
