Rationale

The types of communication service customers include B2B, B2C, B2H and B2B2X, as indicated in clause 4.1.2 of TS 28.530 [2]. However, when providing different types of services the tenants need to have different management capabilities depending on what services the tenant would provide to its customers. This document try to provide high-level scenarios where the tenants need to have different management capabilities.

In clause 4.1 of TS 28.530, 5G communication services include (Infrastructure or a group of VNF as a service is not considered separately in this document which may or may not be considered as NSI/NSSI as a service. 

Initially we focus on the following two types of services which are discussed extensively in the TS 28.530 [2] and TS 28.531[3].

1. NSI/NSSI as a service

2. CSI as a service in the context of B2B scenario (not considering the services to end users).

Tenant categorization based on its management capability
The following tenant types may exist in order to provide 5G communication services, the management capability for different tenant types may be different depending on the services the tenant obtains from the provider. 
(1) Tenant type A: an entity uses its logical network provided by NOP, and manages its logical network. 

Tenant type A is categorized as below:
Tenant type A1: an entity uses its logical network provided by NOP to provide CSIs to its customers (e.g., verticals), and manages its logical network.
Tenant type A2: an entity uses its logical network provided by NOP to provide CSIs to end users, and manages its logical network.

(2) Tenant type B: an entity uses its logical network provided by NOP, and does not manage its logical network. Any associated management capabilities are accessed and consumed by the NOP.
Tenant type B is categorized as below:

Tenant type B1: an entity uses its logical network provided by NOP to provide CSIs to its customers (e.g., verticals), and does not manage its logical network.

Tenant type B2: an entity uses its logical network provided by NOP to provide CSIs  to end users, and does not manage its logical network.

Editor’s note: “logical network” is FFS. The scope of “manage” is FFS.
