It is proposed to make the following changes to TR 28.812 [1].

Relation between Intent driven MnS and SON
This clause analyses the relation between Intent driven MnS and SON according to the solutions in clause 6.4.

· The area load balance scenario (in clause 6.4.1) has the similar network management requirements as the one of LBO function. Since Subnetwork IOC contains SONTargets IOC (in clause 5.2.1 in TS 28.628), SON target IOC for LBO in SubNetwork layer can be used for Intent Driven Object and LBO Functions can be used to fulfil the area load balance intent.  In this case, SON target IOC in SubNetwork layer can be used for Intent driven Object, the Intent Driven Action can be SON Function name.
· For the UE throughput optimization scenario (in clause 6.4.3), since UE throughput can be optimized by multiple SON Functions, e.g. CCO, HO, etc.  MnS Consumer only care about UE throughout requirement instead of detailed mechanism. MnS Producer can translate the received intent to the detailed configurations for SON Functions and SON Control Functions to fulfil the UE throughput intent.  In this case, optimization requirement carried in intent is abstract than SON target, the output of intent translation can be SON target and/or SON Coordination policies.
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
