The WT01 Rapporteur Bert Boden reported about the background and status of this WT. The objective of the TR (Technical Report) 32.800 is to verify the consistency between RAN3 and SA5 specifications regarding UTRAN O&M procedures, and it was published in Rel-4. Remaining work in Rel-5 has been to ensure consistency between SWG-C specifications and RAN3 specifications. Only one contribution has been received for that in WT01 - S5C020111. Conclusion after some discussion and analysis of the comments in S5C020111: There are known inconsistencies between TR 32.800 and SA5s specifications. However this does not mean that SA5´s work is inconsistent to RAN3´s work (which is the scope of WT01). The affected areas are related to management signalling only (where only the behaviour on the N-interface is standardised in SA5) and have nothing to do with the Iub. SWG-C therefore concluded that it was not necessary to update the TR 32.800 in the light of the higher prioritised completion of all the Rel-5 TSs. (See also the WT01 report in S5-026211).
