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IRP Security Consideration

It is recommended that File Integrity Solution is used to exchange relevant Signature Security Attribute over Itf-N. Signature Security Attribute is necessary for File Integrity Security Service for BulkCMIRP active configuration data file (see 3GPP TS 32.375 [18] for details of File Integrity Solution).
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
