The changes to the requirements were accepted with the following adaptations:
Requirement 1.2.2 was slightly reworded, now mentions the amount of data, not the time length of an interruption.
New requirements 3.3 to 3.5 shall be moved as subsections into 3.1 .

The last sentence in 3.5 needs some rewording to indicate that start- and end synchronization point shall be indicated by the IRPAgent.

3.5 shall be extended to (re)creation of an instance with an ID which has existed before of an now deleted instance.
General comments:

Some text is needed to describe which level of the tree can be used as base object instance.
Huawei was worried that an IRPAgent might be required to remember tht last synchronization of each IRPManager. Ericsson does not share this worry if the synchronization point is only time based.

It was agreed that time parameters in the context of the delta synchronization refer to the IRPAgent’s time.

Deactivation of the delta synchronization functionality would free resources at the IRPAgent. This document proposed operations for IRPManagers to register/deregister to/from the functionality. 
Huawei asked if one operation with a indication if registration or deregistration is requested would be less complex, because in the proposal both operations have the same in- and output parameter. Motorola pointed out that pre- and post conditions are different. Conclusion: Two separate operations are preferable.

Ericsson warned that some IRPManager might never de-register. Therefore the higher complexity of a registration mechanism – compared to start/stop would not pay off. The group agreed to this argument and took the decision to go for start/stop operations, together with corresponding notifications to cover a basic multi-manager aspect.
Conclusion: Operations (and related requirement) to start/stop delta synch agreed in principle. Details to be worked out.
