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	In 32.298, CDR definition was specified to identify all the SDP initior information. There is a need to align AVP definition to transport all the SDP component information in group services i.g. PoC, IM, etc. which include multiple participants in one session. Present AVP definition is not sufficient to transport all the SDP component information during one session when any party initiates the addition/removal of media type during the ongoing session.

Media-Initiator-Party AVP

The Media-Initiator-Party  AVP (AVP code xxx) is of type UTF8String. Enumerated in IMS charging, it holds the address (SIP URI or TEL URI) of the party (Public User ID or Public Service ID) who initiates the media action, like adding/removing, connecting/disconnecting the media. The Media Initiator Party shall be populated with the SIP URI or TEL URI contained in the Request-URI of the outgoing request.
