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TSG CN1 has discussed the liaison statement  from TSG S2 on “on UMTS Call Control and Session Management ” in TSG-S2#4 Tdoc S2-99290 (=Tdoc N1-99367).
It mentions the alternative  “C” which states:

c) “For multimedia services a multimedia CC/SM protocol could be run transparently via a PDP-context established using GSM SM which would allow transparent handover and roaming between GSM and UMTS provided that GSM supports the QoS requirements.”

During the discussion of this LS, the following comments were raised:

1) The text in alternative C is not clear and not fully understood from the viewpoint of developing the CC protocol to support UMTS services and capabilities.  For example. enhancements to GSM 04.08 CC protocols will be needed to support Video Telephony (H323/H324). 

2) The text in alternative C is not clear and not fully understood from the viewpoint of developing the SM protocol to support UMTS services and capabilities.  For example. enhancements to GSM 04.08 SM protocol will be needed to support the necessary QoS requirements for real-time services.

3) For Handover from GSM to UMTS whilst the mobile is in connected mode (with for example SMS and Speech and SS connections active), the GSM MSC is the anchor point.  The corresponding protocols (SMS, CC, SS etc) need to be supported over the UTRAN
Further more, the idea of creating a WI on UMTS CC/SM was raised, as this seems to be an important issue for UMTS.  However, it needs to be checked whether there are already existing work item(s), which would serve this purpose. Moreover, the section 7.4 of 23.20 was not attached to the LS (it was said that S2-99191 explains more the issue).
TSG CN1 would welcome further clarification on the above issues.  TSG S2 is invited to a joint TSG S2/CN1 meeting planned for 31st May – 1 June 1999 to help progress work.
