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TSG-CN WG1 would like to clarify the CODEC control mechanism for GSM-AMR. Because of GSM-AMR being multi-bit-rate CODEC, the change of coding/transmission speed may happen during call. In this case, if the changing process should be charged by CC(Call Control), CC needs to engage on overall work for allocating or instructing appropriate coding rate to relating entities even if the call was already set up.

Therefore, we would like to clarify whether CC layer needs to control the transmission speed and to inform the coding rate to other entity. 

Followings are item needed to be clarified

1)  Should CC be necessary to aware which coding speed being used during call processing? 

2) Is the bit rate control done by in-band signalling between CODEC of UE and CODEC? In addition, isn’t necessary to be transfered any CC messages including related GSM-AMR control information elements?
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
