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1. Introduction
There was discussion about emergency call comparison between category method (N1-000115) and called party number method(N1-000038). In above comparison, it seemed to be some misunderstanding as called party method is needed to be stored all relevant emergency number all around the world in MSC. Therefore, we will explain how called party method works properly without storing such huge database.

2. Explanation 

Followings are background for emergency call.

1) SIM contains only the emergency number(s) in the country/region where the user subscribed.

2) MSC in visited country can recognise the call to be emergency call with dialed number.

2.1 Transferred Message and its contents
Case 1); When the user dials emergency number of subscribed region, the terminal generates emergency call setup message because the number matched with contents of SIM.

Case 2); When the user dials emergency number in the region where the user roams, the terminal generates usual setup message because the number didn’t matched with contents of SIM.

.Case 3); When the user makes emergency call without dialed number, e.g. emergency button etc. , the terminal generates emergency call setup message without number.

2.2 Routing mechanism
Case 1); MSC recognises the call to be emergency call by confirming type of message as “emergency call setup message”. And also, if dialed number is recognised as emergency number, the call will be routed into appropriate emergency centre, if not, the call will be routed into default emergency centre.

Case 2); MSC recognises the call to be emergency call by analysing received number. Then the call will be routed into appropriate emergency centre.

Case 3); MSC recognises the call to be emergency call as same as Case 1) mechanism, the call will be routed into default emergency centre due to no information stored to recognise appropriate emergency centre.

3 Conclusion

 As explained above, it is unnecessary to include emergency numbers all around the world. 

 Furthermore, our requirement is only to include called party number into emergency call setup to designate correct emergency centre in case of Case 1). And above method covers completely following texts(TS22.101 Ver3.7.0) described in S1.

It shall be possible for the serving network to obtain the number, which was used to initiate the emergency call. This will allow the network the option to route the call to different emergency call centres if appropriate. If the dialled digits are not recognized as an emergency service by the serving network, the call shall be routed to the default emergency service. 
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
