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1. Introduction
Work Item List was presented in the TSG-N1 WG1 meeting in Abiko (see N1-000006). We report Work Item status of QoS.

2. QoS Work Items status

Almost complete with minor details to be CR’d by N1:

1) The length of TFT IE.

· Ericsson proposed N1-000087 (24.008-CR113) in TSG-CN WG1 meeting #10 in Abiko. N1-000087 (24.008-CR113) was revised in N1-000184 (24.008-CR113r1), and agreed without objection.
· The maximum length by TLV format of TFT (Traffic Flow Template) was decided as 257octets.

2) QoS default values should be defined for unused code points rather than reserved which blocks future evolution.

· Nokia proposed N1-99E63 (24.008-CR086) in the TSG-CN WG1 meeting #9 in Bad Aibling. CR was revised, and N1-99F13 (24.008-CR086r1) was agreed. Then, there was an opinion about the need of the QoS default value.

· Ericsson proposed N1-000088 (24.008-CR114) in TSG-CN WG1 meeting #10 in Abiko. CR contains two proposals, it is the compact QoS coding and the QoS default values. CR was not agreed, postponed to the next meeting.

· NTT Software proposes a discussion paper and a change request (N1-000433) about the QoS default value in this meeting, N1#11.

· Ericsson proposes a change request  (N1-000392) about the QoS profile and the default value in this meeting, N1#11.

3) QoS mapping between R98 and R99 is not completed in S2 and N1 have had no chance to review the result.

· The QoS mapping between R97/98 and R99 is approved with S2-99E28 (23.107-CR001r3), and defined in the section 9.1.2 of 3G TS 23.107.

· An interaction between R97/98 and R99 is approved with S2-99E73 (23.060-CR053r3), and defined in the section 11 of 3G TS 23.060. 3G TS 23.107 is referred to for the conversion of QoS profile.

Status of Liaison from N1 to S2 (LS on questions on the CR 10r1 to TS 23.107).

· N1 reviewed S2-99F37 (23.107-CR010r1) in TSG-CN WG1 meeting #10 in Abiko, and N1 sent Liaison out to S2 (see N1-000149). The summary of Liaison is shown in the following.

Why is it necessary to tear down all active PDP contexts except one in the case of a handover from a Release 99 to a Release 97/98 GPRS network. According to our understanding, parallel active PDP contexts are also supported by Release 97/98 GPRS networks.
· It was inputted to TSG-SA WG2 meeting #11 as S2-000108. S2 agreed with N1 that the wording in 23.107 regarding the deletion of PDP contexts in handovers from Release 99 to Release 97/98 networks was not entirely clear.

· S2 sent S2-000308 as answer of Liaison to N1. CR of 3G TS 23.107 is attached (see S2-000199). 

· Answer of Liaison from S2 will be confirmed in this meeting.
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
