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1. Introduction
On the N1#10 meeting held in Abiko Japan, N1 issued a Liaison Statement (Tdoc N1-000212) to ask S1 task to define whether service for roaming subscribers or flexibility to define operator specific emergency numbers should take higher priority. Upon S1 receiving the LS, S1 started to discuss the requirements for Emergency Call on S1#7 meeting held in Sophia Antipolis from 9 to 11 February 2000. This contribution proposes to accelerate to implement the Emergency Call on R99 specification.

2. Discussion

As recognised by N1 participates, Emergency Call is one of the most important features to be implemented. At this moment, there are two methods for Emergency Call, i.e. Called Party BCD number method and Call Categories method. However, it has still not yet decided which method should be introduced in R99 specification. 

As a result of N1#10 meeting, LS, N1-000212, was sent to S1 to investigate and give a guidance to proceed. Based on the LS, S1 people discussed on the subject. S1, however, could not back Liaison Statement to N1 during the S1#7 plenary meeting due to lack of discussion time. The chair, therefore, asked it to be discussed and clarified in S1 mailing list and then approved. 

A contribution (Tdoc S1-000101) to be Future Liaison Statement to N1 was input into S1 plenary and presented. And then, much discussion has been made based on S1-000101 through S1_DISCUSS@LIST.ETSI.FR mailing list. During the email discussion, S1-000101 was revised and then LS (Tdoc S1-000163) and CR for TS22.101 (Tdoc S1-000164) were produced and updated. Latest papers are included in mother zip file of this contribution as S1-000163r1_emer_LS and S1-000164r2_emer_CR respectively. The discussion is still going on S1 mailing list. And no formal Liaison Statement has been produced yet. 

On the other hand, during to the N1#10 meeting, “Time-plan for the category method” was submitted as Tdoc N1-000204 and presented to include the Emergency Call with category method. According to this contribution, it was proposed how the category method to be implemented into R99 specification through N1#10, S1#7, T3#13, N1#11 and TSG plenery#7. We did appreciate the clear scenario. However, the S1 haven’t sent any LS back to N1 and T3 yet. So, we think successive investigation work couldn’t be done in N1 and T3. We appreciate greater advantage of Category Method and it could solve many problems to be cleared. However it needs to have much collabolation with other WG’s. 

In the Future Liaison Statement S1-000163 replying to N1-000212, this is just discussing and not formal Liaison Statement, but there is also cleary and briefly stated in 3.2 Possible service requirements – for discussion as;

H. This functionality shall be included in the Release ’99 standard. 

We would like our delegates to consider how the Emengency Call can be really implemented into R99 specification.

3. Proposal

We propose to implement the Emengency Call into R99 specification.
