1. Introduction

Re-establish Capability for Emergency Call has been approved as a part of WID “Emergency Call Enhancements” in CN#8. (WI on CS based EC(379) & PS based EC(380)). S1 have drafted a set of requirements and they are asking all relevant working groups if those requirements are feasible and realistic (LS S1-000651). 

2. Requirements
Draft requirements in LS S1-000651:
· It shall be possible for the emergency centers to re-establish communication with the user within the amount of time (e.g. 40 seconds in Japan) after end of the communication or accidental disconnection.

· The network shall be able to re-establish communication with the user by re-establish request from the emergency center.

·  The re-establish request from the emergency center shall be treated as a top priority.

· ME shall support this capability forR00.

· It shall be applied for the case of emergency call without SIM/USIM.

· The user may be restricted to originate/terminate another call within this period.
3. Open Questions

3.1 Clarification of the requirements:

· What is the “Top Priority”?

· Is detach allowed during the (40 seconds) watch time?

· Shall the Emergency Center have the possibility to say: No need to do (40 s) watch. ?

3.2 Interactions:

· Interaction with Multicall.

· Interaction with Call Hold.

· Interaction with Call Waiting

· Interaction with CCBS.

3.3 Problems:

· To keep the RAB or not to keep it? (Is it enough to keep the signalling connection?)

3.3.1 If RAB is kept:

· Where to define timers (CC or RR). 

· How to exchange information between CC and RR?

· How to know/signal which RAB belongs to the emergency re-call?

3.3.2 If RAB and signalling connection are not kept:

· In case of a call without SIM, how to find the user who changes location?

4. Conclusion:

We would like to study all the open points and therefore, we would like to have everything specified in a dedicated stage 2 document.
