Reason for change:

The usage of the attach type "GPRS attach while IMSI attached" is not explained in 04.08. Because of this it is not clear whether it is applicable for network mode I only or not. As regardless whether the IMSI(CS service) is already attach via MM procedures or not the SGSN has to establish the GS- association when the PS service is activated via a GPRS attach in case of network mode I, there is no good reason to distinguish between the two attach types "Combined GPRS/IMSI attach" and "GPRS attach while IMSI attached".




Summary of change:

It is proposed to delete the attach type "GPRS attach while IMSI attached" and to define, that the MS should not be send by the MS and shall be interpreted by the network as "Combined GPRS/IMSI attach".

As the usage is ambiguous there is the risk of a wrong implementation on the MS and the network side.

Attach type

The purpose of the attach type information element is to indicate the type of the requested attach, i.e. whether the MS wants to perform a GPRS or combined GPRS attach.

The attach type is a type 1 information element.

The attach type information element is coded as shown in figure 10.5.118/GSM 04.08 and table 10.5.135/GSM 04.08.
