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Introduction

This contribution identifies a number of miscellaneous requirements for inclusion in TS 24.229 relating to the usage of SIP within the BGCF. These proposals relate to clause 9.6.

The following changes have been made:

1. Insertion of session initiation text (this text is not complete and the editor's notes have been retained).

Proposal

The revisions below reflect the proposals for additional requirements to be included in TS 24.229 clause 9.6. These changes should be included in Annex A of the document while they obtain stability.

9.6
Procedures at the BGCF

The use of the Path header shall not be supported by the BGCF. 
9.6.1
Session initiation transaction

When BGCF receives an INVITE request, it shall:

1.
use the result of an ENUM protocol query, or other database query in order to determine the MGCF, or other network containing an MGCF, to which the request is forwarded to; 

2.
determine whether hiding is required or not. 

If hiding is not required, then:

3.
forward the request to the MGCF determined in 1.

4.
forward the 200 OK to the S-CSCF from where the related INVITE was received.

If hiding is required then:

3.
use the Record-Route procedures to place the BGCF on the path for future requests in this session;

4.
forward the request to the MGCF selected in 1;

5.
forward the 200 OK to the S-CSCF from where the related INVITE was received.
