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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks SA2 for their LS on Multiple RAB Activation Issue.

RAN2 have discussed the topic further and it is the understanding of RAN2 that as per the current specifications establishment of RABs do not need to consume radio resources if the RABs are inactive. For inactive RABs the RRC states CELL_PCH, URA_PCH or CELL_FACH exist in order to save radio resources.

Only RABs that are active consume radio resources.

How these above mentioned RRC activity states are utilised and the transition in-between them are UTRAN internal functionality and done with non-standardised radio resource management algorithms in the RNC. RAN2 do not see any benefits in changing this principle for Rel'5.
