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TSG SA2 thanks CN1 for their LS on “Multiple RAB Activation Issue”.
S2 has studied this issue and can answer that at the present time 23.060 neither explicitly allows or disallows this feature. S2 can confirm that this possible enhancement would require additions to the requirements.

Before taking any further steps S2 would like to understand what benefits RAN 3 foresee as mentioned in their liaison S2-013441 (R3-013036) and also ask RAN2 whether they have identified any benefits.

S2 have also noted that any possible saving in radio resources within the UTRAN may be offset by the increased signalling if the network had to activate multiple RABs (one by one) in a short period of time and possible complexity in the UE
