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In Phoenix meeting, the functional mode of AS is agreed, this CR proposes some text for AS handling MO based on this agreed mode.

9.4.1
Application Server Handling of mobile originated IP Multimedia calls

The functional mode of application server is shown as the diagram below:
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For an originating request, the AS-ILCM shall extract  the originator’s identity from the request, and interact with the application logic reporting call state information. Depending of on the service that is being provided, the application logic may arm (Service Platform Triggering Points STP) in the AS-ILSM. The application may require additional information from the HSS, which it is able to download during service execution. The application logic shall have the ability instruct the AS-OLCM to modify the outgoing message if needed (etc. Record-Route itself). After applying the change to the outgoing message based on the instruction from the application logic, the AS-OLCM shall send this message back to the S-CSCF.
On receiving response messages or subsequent request messages for an established dialog, the AS-ILCM shall check whether those messages meet the conditions in the STP. For conditions that meet the STP, the AS-ILCM shall interact with the application logic; AS-OLCM shall modify the outgoing message based on the instruction from the application logic. If no conditions are met in the STP, the AS-ILCM hands over the message to the AS-OLCM, and the AS-OLCM routes this message based on the routing information in the message.
When the AS acts as 3rd party call control agent, the AS-OLCM shall maintain and correlate the multiple dialogues that it creates. It is responsible for correlating the dialogue identifiers and will decide when to simply translate a message from one dialog to the other, or when to perform other functions based on the instruction from the application logic.
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
