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1. Overall Description:

The 3GPP Joint ad-hoc on Generic User Profile (GUP Joint ad hoc) is working on a method to describe the abstract syntax of data based on XML-schema. The Data Description Framework (DDF) given in the TS 23.241 defines the method used to describe information that is part of the Generic User Profile. The DDF is planned to contain a definition of a default transport format for GUP data. The transport format selected is XML. The DDF also defines an XML-based transport format for such data descriptions.

The work done in CN4 defining the user profile for the Cx (HSS – CSCF) interface can be seen as a specific usage of the Generic User Profile and the formats defined by the GUP Joint ad hoc’s work.

The GUP Joint ad hoc believes that the DDF can and should be used to describe the Cx user profile.  However, there appears to be a time-based issue associated with such a co-ordinated approach. The GUP Joint ad hoc is working towards completion of the Stage 2 specifications and of a thin version of the Stage 3 specification within the 3GPP Release 5 timeframe. The CN4 group is working towards completion within the 3GPP Release 5 timeframe to define the user profile for the Cx (HSS – CSCF) interface.  Is there a way in which both CN4 and the GUP Joint ad hoc could work towards a common format within the GUP Joint ad hoc timeframe?

Please note that the Data Description work in specifications 23.241 and 24.241 have been formally moved to the T2 GUP ad hoc.  However, a continuing cooperation on the content of these specifications would be beneficial to pursue with the CN4 group.

2. Actions:

To the CN4 group.

ACTION: 
The GUP Joint ad hoc asks the CN4 group to provide guidance on CN4’s completion timeframe and to provide guidance on CN4’s needs from other 3GPP and, potentially, external groups.  Even though the T2 GUP ad hoc is taking over development of 23.241 and 24.241, the GUP Joint ad hoc is of the opinion that there be close dialogue between all the parallel GUP ad hocs in order to bring about a swift and cohesive conclusion to the work.

To the CN1 and SA1 GUP ad hoc groups.

ACTION:
This is copied to the CN1 and SA1 GUP ad hoc groups in an effort to keep these groups up to date on the GUP Joint ad hoc’s correspondence with the CN4 group. No action is required although the GUP Joint ad hoc welcomes the addition of any follow-up comments or questions from the CN1 and SA1 GUP ad hoc groups to the questions the GUP Joint ad hoc has raised here.  Please note the CN4 timescales.
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
