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1. Overall Description:

The CR N1-020292 caused a debate within CN1 whether the same GGSN always shall terminate the PDP context established for signalling as well as the PDP context(s) established for media flows for a certain UE.

Currently the following is stated in 23.228 version 5.3.0.

Address management

The issues of general IP address management are discussed in 23.221 [7].

The ability of the User plane and the Control Plane for a single session being able to pass through different GGSNs is not defined in this release.

------------------------------------

CN1 kindly asks SA2 to clarify if this requirement means that the same GGSN always shall terminate the PDP contexts used for control signalling and media for IMS within R5.

If this shall be achieved, it is current CN1 understanding that this can only be achieved by establishment of the PDP context for media as a secondary PDP context. Use of the same APN for GGSN selection within the SGSN does not guarantee that the same GGSN will be selected (e.g. due to load-sharing mechanisms within the SGSN).

ACTION:  SA2 is kindly asked to clarify whether the UE shall ensure that the same GGSN shall be used by IMS for media and for control signalling.
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
