It has been agreed in May 2001, that a 403 Forbidden message generated by the network and sent to the UE has to contain a Warning header with the relevant information about the reason. It is therefore proposed to add the following text to section 5.3.1.3 of 24.229:

Proposal

5.3.1.3
Exceptional procedures

If the HSS sends a negative response to the user registration status request, the I-CSCF shall send back a 403 Forbidden response including a Warning header in it. The Warning header has to indicate to the UE the reason of refusing the Registration request. Warning header should contain the name of the network inserting the warning header (warn-agent = icscf1.home1.net) and optionally a warn-text.
If the the user registration status procedure cannot be completed, e.g. due to time-out or incorrect information from the HSS, the I-CSCF shall send back a 480 Temporarily Unavailable response to the UE. 

If a selected S-CSCF: 

- 
does not respond to the REGISTER request and its retransmissions by the I-CSCF; or 

-
sends back a 3xx or 480 Temporarily Unavailable response;
