Section 4.2.4a has been modified.

The current description of Sh function means that HSS has not to be aware of what is sending of receiving through this interface. There are many situations, for example mapping of OSA SCFs, in which it is identified the need of parsing and understanding the messages (contents and semantics) by HSS. The term “transparent” is not accurate enough and it is creating a lot of confusion in CN groups. This CR proposes a general description of what this interface is intended for, not precluding the use of this interface for transport of data not known by the HSS.
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Sh interface usage limited, potential functionality reduced. Confusion and misunderstanding in CN groups regarding this interface.

HSS to service platform Interface

The “application server” (SIP Application Server and/or the OSA service capability server and/or IM-SSF) may communicate to the HSS. The Sh and Si interfaces are used for this purpose. The Sh and Si interfaces are shown in Figure 4.3.

For the Sh interface, the following shall apply:

The Sh interface is an intra-operator interface.

The Sh interface is between the HSS and the “SIP application server” and between the HSS and the “OSA service capability server”.

4 The Sh interface supports mechanisms for transfer of user related data stored in the HSS (e.g. user service related data, MSISDN, visited network capabilities, user location, etc)
The Si interface is between the HSS and the IM-SSF. It transports CAMEL subscription information including triggers for use by CAMEL based application services.
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
