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The group discussed the merits of moving from the current working assumption of using XML body for 3GPP specific parameters to the use of proprietary “P-Headers”.

The following represents the summary of the outcome of the discussion.

AlternativeService - P-header is not appropriate but some alternative to 380 response may be appropriate which does not require an XML body.
