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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CN1 for their LS and the issues identified therein. 

SA2 agrees with CN1 that it is not necessary to use a SIP based mechanism  for activation/deactivation procedure for tracing of SIP requests.

:
SA2 ‘s view is that the activate/deactivate indication can come from the OAM system to specific or all IMS entities (eg especially for the P-CSCF). When the IMS entities receive the indication, they switch on/off the tracing mechanism. Thus, it is not necessary to use a SIP based mechanism.

For activating/deactivating of tracing mechanism in the S-CSCF, SA 2 expects that a mechanism using Cx interface signalling would be useful.

SA2 shares the views of CN1 expressed in their liaison and requests SA5 to note the issues identified by CN1 and respond appropriately.
