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	It is stated that the user should refresh publish period 600 seconds before it expires, or after half of the period if the period was initially for less than 600 seconds. This results in non-ideal behaviour e.g. if the initial perdiod was for 11 minutes it will be refreshed after 1 minute, whereas an initial period of 9 minutes would not be refreshed for 4.5 minutes.

	The text is modified so that it is refreshed 600 seconds before it expires provided the initial period was greater than 1200 seconds, and when half of the time has passed if the initial period is equal to 1200 seconds or less.

This is also in line with operation for subscription period refersh times already agreed in 24.229.

When the PUA intends to publish its own view of the presentity’s presence information it shall generate a PUBLISH request in accordance with draft-olson-simple-publish-02 [7.70].

The PUA shall implement the "application/cpim-pidf+xml" content type as described in draft-ietf-impp-cpim-pidf-07 [7.72] together with the PIDF extensions defined in draft-schulzrinne-simple-rpids-01 [7.82].

If the PUA intends to embed external objects to presence information, it shall utilize the "multipart/related" content type in accordance with draft-lonnfors-simple-binpidf-01 [7.81].

Editor’s Note: The reference above needs to be kept up-to-date based on whether the SIMPLE WG agrees the way forward for the solution of referencing external objects.
The UE shall update the presence information , either 600 seconds before the publication expiration time if the publication period indicated from the Presence Server in the response to the PUBLISH request was for greater than 1200 seconds, or when half of the time has expired if the publication period was for 1200 seconds or less,

, unless the UE has determined that an update to the presence information is not required. 
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
